FriendFeed enables users to keep up-to-date on the web pages, photos, videos 

and music that people are sharing. It  consolidates contents from social 

networking sites, social bookmarking, blogs as well as feeds. 

 

Users can then use the stream of contents from different source to create a 

customized feeds to share/comments with friends. 

 

All of FriendFeed's founders are from Google. They were the pioneers behind 

Gmail and Google Maps.

with their friends,ò said Bret Taylor, a FriendFeed co-founder and, previously, the group product 

manager who launched Google Maps. ñWe canôt wait to join the team and bring many of the 

innovations weôve developed at FriendFeed to Facebookôs 250 million users around the world.ò  

ñAs we spent time with Mark and his leadership team, we were impressed by the open, creative 

culture theyôve built and their desire to have us contribute to it,ò said Paul Buchheit, another 

FriendFeed co-founder. Buchheit, the Google engineer behind Gmail and the originator of 

Googleôs ñDonôt be evilò motto, added, ñIt was immediately obvious to us how passionate 

Facebookôs engineers are about creating simple, ground-breaking ways for people to share, and 

we are extremely excited to join such a like-minded group.ò

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PART I ς The Basics of FriendFeed 

Click Join FriendFeed button to get an account. 

Enter username. You can use this to include keywords. 

 

You can ignore the friends recommendation page that follows. 

 

Back to our FriendFeed page, click on 3.FriendFeed from the menu on top of the 

page. 

 

Check your email for verification of the account application.

Next lets click on Upload A Profile Picture 

 

 

Upload a picture for your FriendFeed. This can be of a person, company logo or a 

picture of the product you are promoting.

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A popup will open. 

 

In the description, you can put a call to action, link, and keywords. 

 

Click Save changes after you fill out the forms. 
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Notice how in my example, I have the keywords, call to action and a link. You can 

use this for adding links to your site or affiliate products. 

After clicking Save Changes, you will be taken back to your main page. 

 

Lets click on Post a Message to your feed. 

An entry box will show up, use this to add your content, call to action, and links. 
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Click Post 

Here's how the post looks like. 

We made our first post on FriendFeed and we dropped another link. 

 

What else can we do with a FriendFeed Post?

We can share the post. We like to put our content and links all over the web and 

this is a powerful little feature we can use. 
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The Share feature allows us to share the post within FriendFeed or elsewhere.  

 

We can easily announce our post on Twitter, Facebook, Reddit, Digg and Delicious 

using this little feature alone. 

 

Simply click on the little icons of the other social networking sites. 
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Login when prompted.  

 

That should take you to a page where all you have to do is approve FriendFeed to 

add the shared material to your selected social networking site.  

 

You can leave a comment (with more links of course) to your other social 

networking site about the material that you're about to add. 

 

Or you can do it all manually. Just get the URL and Embed URL from the popup, 

login to any of your social networking sites, blogs or website and paste the URL. 
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Also, we can leave a comment to any post.  

 

Simply click the Comment link and enter your keywords, call to action and of 

course, the link to your sites. 

 

Here's an example and the end result. See how easy it is and look, we've got 

another link from FriendFeed. 

 

Lets go back to posting a message on FriendFeed. I'm going to show you how to 

add a picture to your post.  

 

Click on Post a Message to your feed once again. 
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Lets make a second post. Lets put our content, keyword, call to action and URL. 

 

This time, lets also click on Add: Photos link below the box. 

 

Select a file from your computer. 

And now we have a photo ready to be posted with our text post. This should give 

us more views to our page, post and links. 
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Just using this Post feature alone at FriendFeed should give us traffic to our 

account from other FriendFeed members.  

Tip: Using BackType.com, we can take our comments from FriendFeed and all 

other social networking sites and put them all in one place. BackType is a 

FriendFeed of online comments made on blogs and web 2.0 sites. 
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Part II ς Aggregate Content From Social Networking Sites 

And here are the sites that you can import on FriendFeed. 
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Note that the social networking sites you're going to import on FriendFeed do not 

have to be your own. Using someone else's social networking channel allows you 

to present more content on FriendFeed network allowing you to attract visit from 

other members. But importing your own social networking channel means 

everything you share on FriendFeed are directly linked to YOUR OWN sites. Sites 

that contain your promotional links. So if you're adding your own social 

networking site to FriendFeed, make sure your properties are loaded with links 

and keywords. 

 

Importing content from other social networking site is easy. Select any site you 

want to import from, enter the required information which is usually your 

username for that specific social networking site. 
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Aggregate as many social networking site as you can. There is no limit as to how 

many you can import. You can even add as many account as you can per site. For 

example, you can aggregate 10 twitter accounts. 

 

After adding your social networking sites to FriendFeed, go to your main page and 

you'll start to see entries coming in from all the social networking sites you added 

to FriendFeed. 
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This is your Homepage (feed) at FriendFeed. This is what other members sees 

when they look at your page. This is where they can comment, reply to your own 

comments, share, or add to their own feeds. 

 

What you want to do next is start commenting on the entries. Add your url links 

and keywords to your replies. 
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For example 

 

You can add multiple links in each comment / reply. 

 

You can add comment / replies to any entries on your FriendFeed. 

 

 

When people in your niche find your FriendFeed, they would be greeted with so 

many entries that interest them and links to your site. 

 

You can get traffic to your FriendFeed from members and other visitors interested 

in your niche. But to get even more people to visit your page (and click on your 

links), you need to make yourself visible in the community.  

 

You need need to add groups, make friends, participate in conversations, position 

yourself in the middle of where all the noise is and get a lot of attention. This is 

what I'm going to show you in the next chapter.
